Many have asked how Advent Christian Village is doing amid
the Covid-19 crisis. As an essential service, ACV continued operating
throughout. It has certainly not been business as usual, however.

We have closely followed the advice of the CDC and health
officials. By federal order, Good Samaritan Center and Dacier Manor
have been closed to visitors since March. We closed the campus
to non-members, shuttered all but essential services, and asked all
members to stay home except for essential needs. Staff is screened
daily and masks are required for everyone on campus. The community
is strangely quiet, but we are grateful for that, because it is helping to
keep everyone safe. We have had few cases of the virus at ACV, with
no known positive cases in independent living to date.

Due to nationwide shortages, we were struggling to find enough
masks for independent living staff and members to wear. Many
volunteers (including some WHFMS circles) went to work sewing
masks and soon we had enough for everyone. We appreciate so much
this tangible outpouring of compassion. It filled an urgent need.

We are so grateful to God for His protection and to all who have
offered their support by praying, sending masks and supporting ACV
with additional gifts to offset the financial impact of this crisis.

The ministry of ACV cannot stop, even in a pandemic. The needs
continue.
